Maritime disputes are complex and multidimensional legal issues, given the specificity of the
maritime domain and its overlap with a number of vital sectors such as trade, transportation, insurance,
and the environment. The international nature of maritime activity also poses significant legal challenges
related to maritime disputes, such as determining jurisdiction, applying laws, and enforcing judgments.
This highlights the urgent need to develop effective and fair mechanisms for settling maritime disputes,
whether through the judiciary or alternative means.

This national forum - Settlement of Maritime Disputes - to be held aims to shed light on the most
important national and international mechanisms for resolving maritime disputes, by examining the
problem of how effective are the legal solutions provided to settle maritime disputes?

1- Knowledge of the legal framework for settling maritime disputes, whether at the international or
national level.

2- Analysis of the national and international legal foundations adopted in settling maritime disputes.

3- Highlighting the role of national and international judiciary and competent bodies in adjudicating
maritime disputes.

4- Highlighting the role of alternative methods for resolving maritime disputes.

5- Providing recommendations to address the problems raised by the settlement of maritime disputes.

Axis 1: Conceptual Framework for Maritime Dispute.

1- The nature of maritime disputes.

2- Determining the scope of maritime disputes (personal, spatial, temporal scope).
The second axis: judicial settlement of maritime disputes.

Axis 3: Alternative methods for settling maritime disputes.

1- The research must fall within one of the axes of the national forum.



2- Submit a summary of the participation, including the participant's information, a summary in Arabic
and English, keywords, and intervention elements, within four pages.

3- Edit the intervention in Arabic or a foreign language (French or English).

4- The intervention is drafted in its final form according to a template that will be sent later to the
participants in the forum.

Accepted papers will be published in 2026 in the laboratory journal or in a collective volume.
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
